And , l i ke Em m au s, when f o l k s 
m eet , t he y t end t o eat , so ever y  day  t he r e wer e sever al  ac com p l i shed cook s in t he  k i t chen,  
f i xing t he i r  f av or i t e d i she s t o sha r e w i t h  al l . One day , a who le, bak ed ham  was t o be  t he 
cent er p iece of  t he  m eal , so t he  youn gest  m ot he r  was assigne d t he t ask  of  p r epar ing t he  
ham  f or  t he  oven. 

The r e seem s t o  be  som e t ype  of  ener gy  f or ce t ha t  a t t r act s wa t che r s, he lpe r s, and 
qual i t y  assu r an ce t est er s in t o t he  k i t chen ar ea when f ood pr epar a t i on i s un der  way . Today , 
t he  young m ot he r  was j o ined by he r  f ive yea r  o ld dau ght er , who  ha d per ched her sel f  upo n a 
chai r  w i t h a com m andi ng view of  a l l  t hat  he r  m ot he r  was do ing.  The  m ot he r  p r epar ed t he  
ham  as  she  had al way s do ne, and jus t  be f or e p lac ing i t  in t he  bak ing pan , t ook  a kn i f e an d 
cu t  o f f  t he  end of  t he  ham . The  m ot he r  pl ac ed t he  ham  in t he  pan and lovingl y  pl ac ed i t  
in t o  t he  oven. 

As soon as  t he  oven do or  ha d closed , t he  l i t t le gi r l  asked , ÒMam a,  why d id you cut  o f f  
t he  end of  t he  ham ?Ó Mam a t ho ught  a bi t , and r epl ied , ÒWel l , da r l ing , I Õm  no t  su r e. Tha t Õs 
t he  way you r  g r andm ot he r  al ways di d i t .Ó Now f ive year  o lds can be t enac ious in t he i r  
quest  f or  ans wer s, and t he look  in he r  eye sa id t h i s que st  was f a r  f r om  over . ÒWhy  d id 
Gr am m y a lways cu t  t he  end  of f ?Ó t he daught er  asked.  Mot he r  r epl ied , ÒI Õm  no t  sur eÉ let Õs 
as k  he r .Ó 

Gr am m y was sum m oned t o t he  k i t chen and pr esent ed w i t h t he  pe r p lexing cul ina r y  
quest i on.  Pond er ing t he  qu est i on f or  what  seem ed l i ke an et er n i t y  t o t he  gr an ddaug ht er ,  
she  sa id , ÒI Õve ne ver  r ea l l y  t ho ug ht  abo u t  why , t ha t Õs j ust  t he  w ay  you r  g r ea t -g r andm ot he r  
al way s d id i t . I  wa t ched her , an d lear ned t o do  i t  t ha t  way m y sel f . Since she  i s he r e, why  
do nÕt  we a sk  he r ?Ó 

So Gr ea t -Gr am m y , t he  keeper  o f  t he  f am i l y Õs cu l ina r y  ho l y  g r a i l , was asked t o  sha r e 
what  m ust  be  t he  secr et  t o t he  best  bak ed ham  t o be  had any whe r e in t he  lan d.  ÒWhy , 
Gr eat -Gr am m y , do  we cu t  o f f  t he  end of  t he  ham ?Ó  ÒChi ld r enÓ, she  sa id , ÒMany  year s ago  I  
di dn Õt  ha ve a gr eat  assor t m en t  o f  cook i ng di she s an d ut ens i l s. I  had onl y  one  bak ing pa n , 
and in or de r  t o m ak e t he  ham  f i t  in t o i t , I  had t o cu t  o f f  t he  end. I  do nÕt  hav e a clue  as  t o  
why  you  a r e st i l l  do ing  i t  t oda y.Ó 

I  do nÕt  kno w i f  t he  st or y  i s t r ue , but  I  do  kno w t ha t  i t  speak s volum es abo ut  t r adi t i ons 
and pr ac t i ces in ou r  l ives. Som e t r ad i t i ons  a r e go od , and pr ovide  con t inui t y , pu r po se, and 
ident i t y  in an ever -chan gi ng envi r onm ent . Som e, f o l l ow ing yea r s an d year s of  pr ac t i ce, 
m ay need a t un e-up t o r est o r e t hem  t o a cu r r en t  day  pe r spect ive an d l i f e appl i ca t i on.  
Som e, l i ke whac k ing o f f  t he  end o f  t he  ham , shoul d  be  qu est i oned an d di scon t inue d.  



Thr ougho ut  t he  cou r se of  hum an  hi st or y , Ch r i st ian chur ch hi st or y , and even Em m aus  
hi st or y , t r ad i t i on has  p layed a vi t a l  r o le in ho ld ing  t oge t he r  t he  socia l  and f a i t h f ab r i c o f  
hum ani t y . Tr ad i t i ons he lp us  t o r em em ber  and  lear n f r om  t he  pas t , t he y assi st  us in  
pas sing on t he  legac ies of  go od ci t izensh ip , pat r i o t i sm , f a i t h , and ser vi ce. Som et im es, 
t ho ugh,  we can becom e so in t en t  on t he  pr ac t i ce of  a t r adi t i on t ha t  we lose sight  o f  i t Õs 
in t end ed pur po se, we f a i l  t o see t ha t  i t  has  l ost  i t Õs r elevanc e t o t he  m om ent , an d 
som et im es t ha t  i t  even do es m or e ha r m  t han go od.  

As m em ber s of  Ch r i st Õs com m uni t y  and  t he  Em m aus  m ovem ent , we kno w t ha t  God uses 
specia l  m om ent s and event s ( sacr am ent s)  t o  enhanc e our  r ela t i onsh ip w i t h Him  an d ot he r s. 
The se m om ent s and event s a r e of t en st eeped in t r ad i t i on an d ser ve t o d r aw  us cl oser  t o  
God.  We sho ul d be ca r ef ul , t ho ugh , t o ensu r e t ha t  ou r  p r ac t i ced t r ad i t i ons, be  t hey socia l ,  
pat r i o t i c, or  f a i t h  ba sed , r em a in  a  m eans and no t  t he  end. 

Your  elect ed Em m aus  Boa r d i s t asked w i t h gui d ing t h i s com m uni t y  and t he  Wal k  
Weekends  ac cor d ing t o loca l  and int er nat i onal  po l i cies. Ever y m em ber  of  t he  Boar d sign s a 
covenant  t o t ha t  ef f ect . And whi le t r adi t i on i s r ecogni zed as  an  essen t ia l  par t  o f  t he  
Em m aus  exper ienc e and com m uni t y , we want  t o m ak e cer t a in t ha t  ever y t h ing we do  i s 
r elevant  an d God ho no r ing.   We al so want  t o av oid r einv ent ing t he  wheel  by  dupl i ca t i on of  
ef f or t , and  t o be  go od st ewar ds of  t he r esou r ces ent r ust ed t o us an d used by  t he  
com m uni t y. To ac com p l i sh t h i s, we w i l l  need t o ask  an d r eceive ans wer s t o t hose deep,  
pr ob ing quest i ons l i ke, ÒWh y a r e we cut t ing of f  t he  end of  t he  ham ?Ó. We covet  you r  
pr ayer s and inpu t  a s we wor k  t h r oug h t h i s p r ocess.
