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A Note f rom the  ChairÉ  
 

Greetings! Last month I shared that I 
have been reading a book by Patrick Morley 
titled ÒTen Secrets for the Man in the Mirror.Ó 
He calls the book Òstartling ideas about true 
happiness.Ó I shared some quotes from the 
book and some scripture that talked about 
how to be happy. You may want to re-read 
last monthÕs article to refresh your memory. 
This month I would like to talk again about 
happiness and start with a question. How 
happy do you have to be? 

When you attend an Emmaus 
gathering or a Chrysalis hoot, how do you 
answer when someone asks, ÒHow are you 
doing?Ó  The question puts us in an awkward 
position. ItÕs a social question to which people 
want a brief, casual answer. But how should 
we answer it? Should we give a short, polite 
answer? Or should we tell people the truth Ð 
the plain, unvarnished truth about how we are 
really doing Ð even if we do so only briefly? 
Those who attend The Walk to Emmaus or a 
Chrysalis Flight often reveal things that have 
made them unhappy and discover that 
sharing helps them get past such things. This 
is just one of the reasons I find closings such 
a blessing. Answering the Òhow are you 
doingÓ question gets easier when you are 
among those who really care how you are 
doing. 

Being really honest can be 
uncomfortable. In life, we usually decide how 

happy we are based on how comfortable we 
are. However, whatÕs immediately 
comfortable often does not provide the long 
term support we need. The support comes 
from keeping our focus on Christ and relying 
on each other for prayer and accountability.  

How happy do you have to be? The 
Bible outlines four universal purposes for all 
people. (1) The Great Commandment 
(Matthew 22:36-38) - loving God. (2) The 
New commandment (John 13:34) - loving 
others. (3) The Cultural Mandate (Genesis 
1:28) Ð tending to our work and family. (4) 
The Great Commission (Matthew 28:18-20) - 
serving God by serving others. Our own 
personal calling is the unique way God 
weaves these four purposes into our 
particular lives. Unless we strike a right 
balance among these four purposes, we will 
not be happy. Every day we make decisions 
trying to be happy and every day we find that 
the hole we are trying to fill is just as empty 
as the day before. Are we trying to solve the 
wrong problem as we seek happiness? 
Striking a right balance between the four 
purposes above will help. Come and serve at 
the upcoming walks and flights. LetÕs be 
happy together!

Emmaus 
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I f you want others to know what Christ can do 
for them, tell them what He has done for you !
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From our spiritual director . . . 

Sure is dark out!  Ever say that, 
especially when you are accustomed to the 
light? I thought that when as a boy our family 
went to Mammoth Cave, in Kentucky and the 
tour guide turned off all the lights. It sure got 
dark! We experience a similar feeling when the 
electric goes out, as in a recent storm, probably 
the last we had with a good rain. When the 
lights go out you discover you must carefully 
feel around until you get your bearings and are 
sure of where everything is. 

On a more serious note, and in a 
figurative sense, an Iraqi Christian youth pastor 
probably experienced this feeling when he was 
abducted at gun point by several masked 
gunmen who stopped the cab he was in. They 
put him in the trunk of a nearby car, with 
another occupant already there. By the end of 
the day he was one of six abductees. They 
were taken to a cave in the side of a mountain. 
All the other captives were Muslims, and once 
it was discovered that he was a Christian the 
kidnappers repeatedly said, ÒWe have to kill the 
Christian one.Ó 

Well they questioned him for nearly a 
week and said he needed to convert to Islam, 
but then they took one of the other captives out 
and killed him! 

The youth pastor said with his heavy accent, ÒI 
feel my life stopped for that moment.Ó Why? 
Because it was a dark moment, when he 
expected to die. Psalm 77:2 says, ÒWhen I was 
in deep trouble, I searched for the Lord.Ó 

But thatÕs not all, Psalm 77:5-6 says ÒI 
think of the good old days, long since ended, 
when my nights were filled with joyful songs.Ó 
(NLT) or ÒI remember my songs in the night.Ó 
Psalm 77:6 (NIV).  

No one likes trouble or having those 
moments of darkness, but consider the 

nightingale. It sings with its chest against a thorn. 
Not too comfy, you might think. But Malcolm 
McLeod said, ÒIt is extremely doubtful that a 
personÕs soul can really know the love of God in 
its richness and in its comforting, satisfying 
completeness until the skies are dark and 
threatening 

In the Balkan Mountains roses are 
gathered for rose oil in the darkest hours of the 
night, between 1:00 to 2:00 a.m. Scientific tests 
show that 40% of the rose fragrance is lost when 
they are gathered in the light of day. See, there 
is value in the darkness. 

The aroma of grace, GodÕs grace, comes 
like sweet perfume when you and I come out of 
such Òdark momentsÓ After a time of darkness we 
can appreciate the small things others may not 
even think about. Tough times have a way of 
drawing us closer to our Lord and then we 
become a living testimony of what God can do.  
And it is a source of comfort and 
encouragement, not just for us but for others too. 

God gave this Iraqi youth pastor the 
opportunity to live and thatÕs what He wants to do 
through you too. Times are going to get rough. 
And hard times come in a variety of ways, but 
fret not, GodÕs in the business of rescuing 
people, and when He does, He uses them for His 
glory and your good. 

Continue your Fourth Day as you walk 
with God. ÒFor though I walk through the valley of 
the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for You 
are with me, your rod and your staff they comfort 
to me.Ó Ps.23:4

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Come Holy Spirit É  
 

The prayer to the Holy Spirit is very 
familiar to everyone who has taken the Walk 
to Emmaus. But, as is true with anything that 
is often repeated, it may have lost some of 
its significance. What are we really saying 
when we pray to the Holy Spirit? Should we 
even be praying to the Holy Spirit? 

LetÕs take a moment to examine these 
questions. First letÕs look at who the Holy 
Spirit is. Because we often refer to GodÕs 
Spirit as the Holy Spirit or the Holy Ghost we 
may forget that He is a ÒHeÓ and not an Òit.Ó 
He is the very Spirit of God, sent from 
heaven to dwell with us and in us. ThatÕs 
right. HeÕs Almighty God present with us. 

So what does that mean? In a word; 
everything. When Jesus ascended to God 
the Father, He told His disciples to wait in 
Jerusalem until He sent the Comforter. The 
second chapter of Acts tells how those 
disciples were transformed. When the Holy 
Spirit came, they received power, the power 
of the Holy Spirit, to speak boldly of the 
redemption of Christ, even in languages they 
didnÕt understand. The words they spoke 
were powered by the Holy Spirit. They had 
been timid, hiding away in their private 
rooms, until the Holy Spirit transformed 
them. 

Consider Peter. He loved Christ. He had 
shown bursts of supernatural insight while 
Christ lived on earth. But on the night Christ 
was arrested he kept his distance. He was 
bolder than the other disciples, because he 
followed Christ to the courtyard of the high 
priest. But ultimately, he denied that he was 
a follower of Christ. His very human fear 
overwhelmed his love and dedication. 

But, in Acts we see a different Peter. In 
chapter two, he proclaims the gospel of 
Christ in the streets of Jerusalem. This was 
just fifty days after Christ was crucified. The 
same people who had crucified Christ and 
terrified Peter were still in power. 

In chapter three and four, we see where 
Peter and John were put in jail for healing 

the lame man and preaching the Word of 
God. When they subsequently came 
before the Sanhedrin, the Jewish council, 
this same man who denied Christ stood 
before the very same people who 
condemned Christ and preached to them. 
The Sanhedrin then had Peter and John 
flogged and ordered them to stop 
preaching in the name of Christ. But what 
did Peter do? He went out and preached 
Jesus to anyone who would listen. 

What a contrast! Peter was fearful and 
timid on the night Christ was arrested. He 
had every reason to be terrified. The 
crucifixion was a gruesome death. No one 
would want to put themselves in that kind 
of danger. But just a few weeks later, this 
same man stepped before the same 
council that tried Christ and boldly 
proclaimed salvation through the One they 
had crucified. 

So what happened? How did Peter so 
suddenly grow a backbone? It happened 
when he received the Holy Spirit. This 
same Spirit is here today. He is God 
Almighty and He is available to us. When 
we pray to the Holy Spirit we are asking 
God Almighty to work and move and live in 
us. ItÕs a powerful, awesome thing to have 
the Spirit of the living God in you.  

Did you do anything to earn this 
incredible gift? No, of course not. He is the 
gift of God. You received Him when you 
accepted salvation in Christ Jesus. So, talk 
to Him often. Ask Him to move and work 
and live in you. 

ItÕs GodÕs power, the way He has 
chosen to manifest himself here and now. 
Without Him we are helpless, but with Him 
we become part of the Omnipotent Three 
in One. How awesome is that? 

Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of Your 
faithful and kindle in them the fire of Your 
loveÉ
